Began her first violin lessons in the city of Barnaul, Russia. During this time she took
part in concert tours around the cities of Japan performing as a young soloist. In 2006 she
was accepted at the Novosibirsk Conservatory, class of Professor Marina Kuzina —first
student of internationally renowned professor Zahar Bron. Many of her musical
distinctions are awards from international competitions: Ukraine 2008, Czech Republic
2008, Italy-Austria 2009 and the competition for chamber ensembles, Ekaterinburg 2010.
Since 2005 until today Ekaterina performs with “MusicAeterna”, which was founded by the
award winning conductor of Greek origin, Theodore Currentzis - the lead orchestra of the
Opera and Ballet Theater of Perm, Russia. She also has participated in many recordings
under the SONY and Harmonia Mundi productions.

Born in the Kostroma region of Russia, he is a laureate of International and Russian
viola competitions, soloist of the orchestra “MusicAeterna’ founded by the world
renowned conductor of Greek origin, Theodor Currentzis, which is based in the city of
Perm. A graduate of the Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatory from 2005 to 2011 he was a
member of the Russian National Symphonic Orchestra and, as a chamber music player, he
has collaborated with many distinguished soloists (Natalya Gutman, Tatjana Gridenko,
Nikita Borisoglebsky, Andrej Baranov etc.). He travels widely on concert tours around
Russia and other countries. Having a masters, (candidate of musical pedagogy), in musical
education, he conducts a chamber orchestra in a musical college in his hometown.

Konstantinos Sfetsas was born in Paris and grew up in a family of artists. Son of the
cellist, Christos Sfetsas, at the age of five he began studying cello with his father. With a
scholarship from the Academy of Athens, he pursued higher studies in Paris at the Ecole
Normale de Musique de Paris in Reine Flachot’s class, where he acquired his Master’s
Degree in Music Performance and Teaching. He has performed in numerous concerts and
recitals in Paris as a member of the musical association, Polyphorum. As a soloist he has
performed with famous Orchestras such as OORT Symphony Orchestra Sofia, ERT
Symphony Orchestra, Orchestra of Colours, Mertopolitan Symphony Orchestra of Athens
etc. He has been selected to participate in international contests for the principal cello
position in world famous orchestras such as Gulbenkian Orchestra — Lisbon, Tonkunstler
Orchestra — Vienna, WDR Funkhausorchester — Koln, Gewandhausorchester — Leipzig,
Berner Symphonieorchester - Switzerland.

He is the principal cellist of the Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra of Athens.
